I can honestly say that God is proving Himself to be all that He has said he would be to me and Keith.  We have had  
visions and held them close to our hearts for the past 16 years, and it seems that we are now getting ready to see Him 
fulfill each one.

One day as we set down with the students, I asked Judah to get my 
glasses before our daily devotions.  When he brought them to me, I immediately put them on.  As I looked through the 
lenses I noticed that things did not seem clear.  I took them off and put them on about 5 times to check what I was  
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actually seeing.  God had miraculously healed my sight!  He immediately said to me, ñremember when I said I was  
adjusting your lensesò, and I said yes.  Then he said, ñwhen you were in Charlotte the vision seemed to be so far away, 
you were unable to see it clearly.  Now that you have uprooted yourselves and come to the right place, the vision is so 
close you no longer need assistance to see it, it is before your eyes.ò  Wow!  I had no idea what He was actually saying 
to me, I only knew that He was adjusting my lenses.  I had not asked for my eyes to be healed, wearing glasses was no 
big deal to me, I kind of liked the way they looked.  Now looking back over what He said and where we are, I realize that 
when He speaks to us, sometimes we donôt totally understand what He is saying.  Sometimes, we only understand 
pieces of what He is saying.  But if we will just hold on to what He says, ask Him to reveal to us the complete meaning of 
His words, then we will see clearly all that He has ever spoken to us.   

 

I simply want to encourage each of you to hold on to what ever the Lord has spoken to you, and donôt loose site of His 
words.  Instead, ask Him to show you the totality of His words and for you to see clearly all that is set before you so that 
you can be all that He has for you to be in these last days that are set before us as believers.  Remember to keep your 
lenses clean! Ask God to allow you to see farther than your eyes can look, and always dream big! 

 
Keith and I love each of you dearly.  This ministry is not ours, but yours.  We pray that together we can all see Godôs 
Glory invade the earth even as the waters cover the sea!
