What a blessing that was to me and 

my family.  Thank you for going the distance with us!   

 

God is up to something!  We can see it everywhere we travel.  

We can feel it in our own prayer time.  As we are traveling, 

what we are seeing is God intensifying all around us.  We are 

even feeling a shift in our own ministryé.I will share that with 

you soon.  We are praying and seeking His face for direction 

and timing.   When the time is right, I believe that you will be 

thrilled at what He is doing!  More to comeé..God is looking 

for a place, a people, somewhere that is built for Him and we 

stand ready to answer HIS call!  

 

If you have not heard about the Lakeland Revival, or seen it on God.TV, I encourage you to check it out.  Although I have not personally gone 

to Florida (at this moment in time), Michele and I have viewed it online.  If you are looking for a polished performance of man, I donõt think 

you will find it at this meeting.  Actually, if you can be moved or shaken on the visual level, you may even overlook this outpouring. 

 

The one thing that is a common denominator between this revival and the great healing crusades by Pastor Benny Hinn is not because of the 

speakers or facilitators, but rather because they have both tapped into knowing how to become an entertainer of the Holy Spirit.  In both 

ministries, worship is the key to creating the atmosphere for signs, wonders and miracles. 

 

I think that it is rather funny how churches are in strategic planning sessions and paying large sums of money to consulting agencies to help 

them find out how to grow their churches.  Many of these churches have attempted to duplicate music programs, television sets and other 

things in hopes that they would catch those who are seeking.  However, the fact remains there is only ONE seeker that we need be con-

cerned with, and that is the FATHER.  As a matter of fact, John 4 paints us a wonderful picture of what the true priority of worship should be. 

 

The woman at the well remained pondered and confused how this Jew could have the answer for a Samaritan.  As a matter of fact, this story 

almost describes how many of our churches are operating today.  The story says that the Jews worshiped in this place and this certain way, 

and the Samaritans worshiped in this place in this certain way, and this poor little lady was so confused as to which to believe.  Of course, 

Jesusõ reply is classic.  He says that all that is great and wonderful, but the fact remains that He has the water that will never run dry, and the 

water that will also produce a well of water springing up into everlasting life.  Simply stated, it wasnõt about the style or type of worship, but 

rather it was the focus of the worship. 
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The Samaritans said that the Jews didnõt know how to worship, and the Jews said that the Samaritans had it all wrong.  Ironically, it sounds 

like many of our churches today.  Baptists saying that the Pentecostal/ Charismatics are all wrong, and the Pentecostals saying that the  

Baptists are all wrong.  Yet, the fact remains that there is one God and His name is Jehovah, and HE is looking for worshipersð not  

Denominations or Religious Organizations.  HE is looking for people with a passion for HIM! 

 

What I am really trying to say is simply this:  Be careful not to discount something because of the way it appears.  By the same token, be 

careful not to accept something simply because it has a posh and polished presentation.  Remember that the posture of the heart is really 

what worship is all about.  Our heart postured in a way of reverence and respect toward the King of Kings, bringing something TO the KING 

rather than asking something FROM the KING.  That is what worship is all about. 

 

Matthew 6:33 says, òBut seek ye first the Kingdom of Heaven and His righteousness, THEN all these things shall be added unto you.ó  The 

priority is seeking the King, not what He can do for you.  What HE does is simply the by-product.  He already knows you need help with your 

finances and your health.  SEEK THE KING!  Bring something to the KING.  Then, according to the word of the Lord, HE will take care of the 

stuff you have need of.  Always keep in mind the Priority of Worship:  First the King! 

 

This is what is happening with this outpouring in Lakeland, FL.  Quite simply stated, there has been a hungry group of people in that area 

who offered something to the KING.  Because of their priority in worship, the KING showed up and these signs are following them that  

believe. 

 

How about you?  How hungry are you?  What if you new that Revival could break out in your church or city based upon your hunger and your 

priority of worship?  Would that intensify your hunger and passion for the presence of the King?  Well, that is what HE is looking for and those 

are the kinds of people that me and my family desire to be connected with. 

 

It is our expressed desire and our commitment to do HIS will and build for HIM a place to do whatsoever HE desires.  I will give more  

information about this place/location that we are prayerfully considering in an upcoming publication.
